General Information

Aim and Scope

The aim and scope of studies at the Institute of Biblical Discipleship is to teach the Content of Scripture, Central Doctrines and Practices of the Christian faith. All instruction will be geared to espousing a biblical worldview with an inter-denominational emphasis enabling students to develop a balanced view of Scripture.

Schedule of Classes


The Curriculum of studies will be spread over a three-year period divided over six semesters. Classes will be held every Monday Night with the Fall Semester beginning on the Second Monday of the month of September and the Spring Semester beginning on the Second Monday of the month of January. Each Semester will consist of a minimum of 12 weeks and a maximum of 14 weeks. Short term Seminars may be added as needed. 

Eligibility

Entry into the Institute of Biblical Discipleship is offered to men and women of all ages, from all Christian Churches regardless of denominational affiliation. However, the minimum academic qualification acceptable is a High School Diploma. Equivalent Qualifications / Certificates will require Administrative approval.

Registration & Tuition Fees

Registration Forms along with full payment of Tuition Fees payable to the Institute of Biblical Discipleship of SUMC can be mailed to IBD c / o SUMC, 406 Church Road, Sicklerville, NJ 08081. Payments are accepted only through “a Bank Certified Check” or “a Money Order.” . Tuition Fees are non-refundable after the first two classes.  Discounts are typically provided when pre-registering.

Examinations and Certificates

Certificate of completion of each Semester will be given to students who fulfill attendance requirements and pass examinations. An absence of three weeks of classes without prior approval or doctor’s note will disqualify a candidate for the award of certificate. No certificates will be awarded to students who do not take examinations. 

Graduation


At the end of the successful completion of the three-year studies, by meeting the attendance and test requirements a “Diploma in Biblical Studies” will be awarded at the Graduation Ceremony.   

Personal Discipline & Conduct


Every student must bear in mind that a high standard of integrity, discipline and good moral conduct is expected of every student on the school premises and outside. Any unruly behavior in class, disruption of studies and breach of Christian ethical tradition will be reason for dismissal from the Institute.
