Splinter Skate  Ministry


Each Wednesday during the summer we set up a handful of skate ramps and allow local youth 

    to skate.  We provide water and a Bible lesson.  Help is needed in setting up the ramps and 

    putting them back in our shed.
Help with Jr. High Youth (7th and 8th Grade)

This is the opportunity to build relationships with the 7th and 8th graders in the church and those who will come to the youth ministry.  The responsibilities for this position may vary from teaching youth group lessons, leading a small group at youth group, or being a counselor.

Help with Sr. High Youth (9th-12th grade)

This is the opportunity to build relationships with 9th through 12th graders in the church and those that will come to the youth ministry.  The responsibilities for this position may vary from teaching group lessons, leading a small youth group, or being a counselor.

Help with Youth Retreats

We are in the need of someone who will help with the task of setting up retreats for the youth.   .  This would include booking the place, setting the time, help arranging for housing and food, and everything in between.  This is a great task for those who want to help, but do not wish to be in front of everybody.

Chaperone on Youth Retreats

The youth ministry is in need of people to go on retreats and to chaperone the teens.  This involves a willingness to lose a little sleep, but have a great time with the teens.  Also means spending a weekend away from home.  

Help with Youth Activities

The youth ministry has at least one event a month, and may have several more than that in the summer.  These events depend on the amount of adults that we have.  We try to keep five students to one adult ratio to keep things well supervised.  We are always in need of adults to take these tasks on.  This involves spending some money for the events and spending time with the teens at the event.

VBS Afternoon Activities

VBS is a great place to get to know our church teens.  The youth ministry is looking for chaperones for the afternoon activities.  Events have included ice-skating, bowling, movies, and mini-golf in the past.  The events are 3-5 hours every day of VBS.

VBS Night Chaperone

VBS is a time when there are so many teens in the sanctuary, so we are in need of adults to help organize and participate with the youth in the service.  The responsibilities may include leading a small group, or simply being a presence for the hour and one half session in the evening.

TEACH

Sunday School

To teach and supervise the 7th-12th grade Sunday School Classes.  Volunteers will be interviewed by staff member and must meet criteria.  This role entails preparing lessons as well as building relationships with the youth.  We are also needing approved workers to assist, but not teach, in each class.
Small Groups

To teach and lead discussions from provided resources.  The main goal is to build relationships with the youth and help them realize a relationship with Jesus Christ in a small group community.  We also need approved workers to assist, but not to lead or teach, in these groups.
